Acutis. 
Carlos is the first Millennial saint. He is a great
example of what is possible when we use our gifts
and talents to help share Jesus’ message in the world
today. Carlo used his computer skills to share the his
love for the Eucharist, creating a space where
anyone in the world could access the information
about miracles of the Eucharist from across the world.
Carlos wanted to remind people about the real
presence of Jesus Christ in the Eucharist.

Talk to the children about Carlos - his canonisation and a

little about his life and interests so they have context for

this activity.

Stack the pieces of the template so that the dots align.

Ensure that the circle with the drawing of Jesus is placed on

the bottom of the stack.

Insert the split pin through the templates as indicated by

the dots.
