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BACKGROUND
The Holy Spirit is the third person of the Holy Trinity - Father, Son and Spirit - One God, three persons. The Holy
Spirit has been active from before creation. It was the Holy Spirit who ‘hovered over the waters’ in Genesis 1:2
and it is the same Spirit of God who worked through the prophets, who came upon Mary at the Annunciation,
who spoke aloud when Jesus was baptised and who came upon the disciples at Pentecost. 

This activity involves making a mini-book and encourages children to reflect on the ways the Holy Spirit has
been present and active in our world, and in our own lives today. It includes: Creation, the prophets, Mary,
Jesus and his ministry, Pentecost, the Church and our own Baptism and Confirmation.

One mini-book template for each child (ensure the instructions are printed on the other side of the
template for easy access)

Colouring pencils
