Year A - Feast of the Most Holy Trinity

Overview

This simple prayer experience invites each of the children to remember the Holy Trinity: the

Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit

Bowl of Holy Water (Can organise with priest before mass)

A candle with three wicks (or three candles) placed near the bowl of water

Shamrock prayer card with Glory Be prayer on reverse (see following pages)

Remind the children of the words used at their Baptism 'I baptise you in the name of the

Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit.' Then invite the children to dip their hand in

the bowl of water and pray the Sign of the Cross.

Invite the children to take one of the Trinity Shamrocks and pray the Glory be to God prayer

together. 

Leader to pray the blessing from the second reading 2 Corinthians 13:11,13: 

 I pray that God, who gives love and peace, will be with you. 

 I pray that the Lord Jesus Christ will bless you and be kind to you! 

 May God bless you with his love, and may the Holy Spirit join all your hearts together.

The children can take their Trinity Shamrock prayer card home and place it in their prayer

space or somewhere special as a reminder of the mystery of the Holy Trinity.
